Review of the Year

The Group’s 2006-07 Annual Regional Seminar was scheduled for Durham University but had to be cancelled due to logistical problems. 

The group did however stage its first themed session at the annual conference for some years. ‘Medical Aspects of Sport’ was well attended and provoked lively debate.

University of Leicester hosted the study group’s third postgraduate forum.  This again proved a popular event and there are a number of people keen to host future events.

There has been a steady growth of new members for the study group in 2006-07.  The main growth area is in terms of young academics and this augurs well for the future. 

Concluding Remarks
