A) Migrating Minds – Imagined Journeys – Imagined Homecomings, University of Aberdeen, 14-15 May 2009 
The AHRC Centre for Irish and Scottish Studies at the University of Aberdeen will host a conference in 2009 on the topic “Migrating Minds: Imagined Journeys – Imagined Homecomings”. The conference will take place on the 14 and 15 May 2009 alongside the Aberdeen WORD Festival. Literature (both fiction and non-fiction), personal journals and correspondence, and art enable us to explore the impact that journeys and homecomings have had on Irish and Scottish imaginations. Irish and Scottish migrants, as well as those who sought to understand, interpret and exploit the experience of migration, participated in the production and circulation of these accounts and images both at home and abroad. As such, they form an important dimension to any understanding of the Irish and Scottish diasporas. With this in mind, we seek to investigate the idea of migration as a series of narratives and rhetorical tropes that develop over time.

D) Emotions, Stress and Aging, University of Geneva,  25-26 June 2009 
This conference draws together a panel of international experts on emotion and emotion regulation in later life. The two-day event will revolve around presentations of an international panel of experts on emotion and aging, whose contributions will provide a forum of discussion of forefront theory and data on the aging of emotions. 

A particular goal of the conference consist in spanning the wide and conflicting contributions on positive adaptations on one hand, and adaptive failures on the other. The conference aims at fostering and deepening exploration and search for important general mechanisms and processes that are involved in age-related changes in emotion regulation.

Scope 

A panel of ten experts from different disciplines (psychology, psychiatry, neuroscience, sociology) will address issues of the basic functioning of emotions in later life, their relation to the aging of the cognitive system, their neuranatomical and neurohormonal aspects including mechanisms of stress, as well as the contributions of the social system. 

Rather than propagating a single view of aging and emotion, the plenary sessions aim at fostering a lively dialogue about the dynamic range of diverse and often contradictory conclusions and outcomes in the area of emotions and aging. 

Participants will be encouraged to present and discuss their own work during the poster session.

F) Visuality / Materiality: Reviewing Theory, Method and Practice, The Royal Institute of British Architects, London, 9-11 July 2009  

Visuality/Materiality attends to the relationship between the visual and the material as a way of approaching both the meaning of visual and its other aspects. The interrogation of image as sign, metaphor, and text has long dominated the realm of visual theory and analysis. But the material role of visual praxis in everyday landscapes of seeing has been an emergent area of visual research; visual design, urban visual practice, visual grammars and vocabularies of domestic spaces, including the formation and structuring of practices of living and political being, are critical to 21st century grammars of living. The relationship between Visuality/Materiality here is about social meaning and practice; where identity, power, space, and geometries of seeing are approached here through a grounded approach to material technologies, design and visual research, everyday embodied seeing, labour, ethics and utility. This conference is aimed at providing a dialogic space where the nature and role of a contemporary visual theory and practice can be evaluated, in light of materiality, practice, the affective, performativity; and where the methodological encounter informs our intellectual critique. The organisers are keen to encourage contributions based on research experience and practice into specific aspects of visuality and visual critique including concern with:

· What is the relationship between materiality and the visuality?

· How do we develop new theoretical approaches to new visual practices?

· What can we learn from everyday visualities?

· How can we approach ethical practices through visual practices?

· How are theories of materiality, performance, embodiment employed in research on the visual?

G) CRESC 5th Conference 2009: Objects – What Matters? Technology, Value and Sociual Change, University of Manchester, 1-4 September 2009  
The fifth annual conference of CRESC will tackle Objects - What Matters? Technology, Value and Social Change. As contemporary social theorists continue to signal the need to reconfigure our deliberations on the social through attention to practice, to object-mediated relations, to non-human agency and to the affective dimensions of human sociality, this conference takes as its focus the objects and values which find themselves at centre stage. And we ask, in the context of nearly two decades of diverse disciplinary approaches to these issues, what matters about objects? How are they inflecting our understandings of technology, of expertise, and of social change? How has a focus on objects reconfigured our understandings of how values inflect the ways in which people make relations, create social worlds, and construct conceptual categories? J)  Alternative Spiritualities, the New Age and New Religious Movements in Ireland, National University of Ireland, 30-31 October 2009-04-03

In recent decades, the religious landscape of the island of Ireland has transformed dramatically. New religious movements and what is sometimes called the "New Age" have flourished, along with the arrival of religions long-established elsewhere. Ways of being which classify themselves as non-religious or as consciously resisting religion (new spiritualities, humanism, skepticism, anti-cult organisations etc.) have also become far more significant. (The "newness" of any movement or group, and the "New Age" classification, are of course both often strongly contested, but are used here for practical purposes.)

This is the first conference to bring together academic research on these topics in Ireland. We are interested in work on religious groups and movements, as well as more diffuse expressions of spirituality and religious organisation which have arrived, (re-)emerged or flourished in Ireland after 1945.

These developments raise big questions for the study of religion, but also have important implications in fields as wide-ranging as gender relations, roads protests, the politics of church and state, immigration, tourism, funeral practices, education, youth cultures, health and regulation, globalization, and our relationship to the past, physical or imagined. They shed light on the transformation of religion in contemporary Ireland as well as providing us with insights into the nature of the society we live in.

With this in mind, we welcome theoretical and empirical papers in a range of disciplines on all aspects of these new movements in Ireland, including but not limited to "New Age" groups, pagan / Celtic movements, other new religious movements, world religions in Ireland, alternative medicine and bodywork, "cults" and schisms within established Irish churches, non- and anti-religious groups, and new religious movements abroad which have strong Irish roots or influences.

While the conference is dedicated to academic research, it will be open to the public and we expect interest from the media as well as from mainstream churches, alternative practitioners and other interested parties.

Suggested themes
We welcome papers by established researchers and graduate students in all academic disciplines (including but not limited to anthropology, archaeology, cultural studies, economics, English, health research, history, neuroscience, philosophy, politics, psychology, sociology, religious studies, tourism studies, women's studies …) as well as cross-disciplinary and interdisciplinary papers and work by researchers outside of academia.

Papers may be theoretical or empirical in their approach, and include historical, qualitative and quantitative studies, documentary and case study approaches, and other methodologies and approaches. The only limitation is that this is a research conference rather than a place to debate the truth or religious value of particular religious beliefs or practices, and we are looking for papers which advance understanding rather than simply describing, celebrating or condemning.

Some suggested themes for papers include:

· The New Age and understanding religion: concepts and theories, understanding "experiences" and techniques, biography and religion etc…

· New religious movements and social change in Ireland: secularisation, class, Celtic Tiger and prosperity consciousness, modernity and post-modernity etc…

· Alternative spiritualities and identity: ethnicity, feminism, bodies, ecology, landscapes, globalisation, "Celticity", counter-culture etc…

· The organisation of the New Age: new religious structures, the Internet and new religions, credentialism, seminar spirituality etc…

· Contesting religion: media coverage, mainstream religious responses, moral panics, anti-cult movements, secular movements etc…

· Institutional implications of new religious movements: education, health, policing, funerals, marriages, conflicts over regulation etc…

· The economics of new spirituality: commodification, publishing, spiritual tourism, alternative health etc…

· Historicising new religious movements: reading the pre-Christian past, Orientalism in Ireland, literary aspects etc…

We also welcome proposals on other topics related to the conference focus.

Timeframe and other practical details
The deadline for proposals is May 1st, 2009. Please submit proposals by email to Olivia Cosgrove (olivia.cosgrove@ul.ie), including an abstract of no more than 500 words in .rtf, .doc or .pdf format and your academic or institutional affiliation. We will notify acceptance of proposals by May 31st at the latest.

Papers accepted for the conference will be distributed to participants on the day, and may be reworked for later publication elsewhere. The deadline for registration, and for submission of completed papers, is October 1st, 2009. Papers should be in .doc format and be no longer than 9,000 words including footnotes, bibliography etc. Speakers will have 20 minutes for each paper.

The conference will run during the day on Friday and Saturday, with plenary lectures in the evening. An excursion to local pre-Christian sites (which include Tara and the Boyne Valley tombs) will be organised on the Sunday if there is sufficient interest.

As this will be a multi-disciplinary conference, as well as being open to an informed and interested public, we encourage presenters to deliver papers which are clear and accessible, without talking down to their audience or devoting the whole of their paper to simple description. We intend to publish a volume based on selected papers from the conference, suitably rewritten, as a definitive collection on the subject.

Maynooth is 15 miles outside Dublin, close to the airport and easily accessible by rail and bus as well as car. More details at http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Maynooth and www.nuim.ie. 2.    PhD Studentship, Sociology, University of Leicester
The Department of Sociology at the University of Leicester has a long and well-respected tradition in both teaching and research. We have ESRC 1+3 and CASE recognition for full and part time awards, and in the 2008 research assessment exercise 75% of what we submitted is judged as internationally recognised, which reflects our strengths in social theory, sport, language and interaction, gender and sexuality, health and illness, migration, political sociology and social movements and social simulation. 

The department is offering one three year PhD Scholarship which provides £3,000 per annum towards fees and an annual stipend of £9,000. In order to be eligible, candidates must meet the following criteria:

Submission of a two A4 page research proposal providing as much detail as possible about the intended research (summary of existing knowledge, research question, intended methods and so on). This proposal will form a key part of the assessment process for the scholarship and the topic of the research must be clearly relevant to the expertise of one or more members of the department who will be asked to supervise the successful applicant.

Expertise in qualitative research methods is essential, and a research background in politics, social policy or European policy analysis would be preferred. Because of the nature of the empirical work which is to be conducted, the ability to communicate effectively in a second European language would be an added advantage. Applicants must have strong skills in written and oral communication, a commitment to team working, and a commitment to multidisciplinary research.
