Accommodation

UK-based non-waged delegates must include a letter of support from a BSA member with their completed booking form.  UK-based students must include a letter of support from their Head of Department/Supervisor with their completed booking form.  The letter of support should confirm that no financial assistance is available for you to attend this conference.
Subsidies are awarded on a first-come, first-served basis to the first 15 applicants, so it is important to book early.

Early Bird Payment Deadline
