We invite the submission of abstracts for the 3rd Annual Conference of the UK Political Studies Association’s Sport and Politics Study Group (www.sportpolitics.net).

The theme of this year’s conference is the governance and regulation of sport. As sport has become increasingly commercial, there is the need for effective governance from sport governing bodies. However, what form should the role of governance and government take in this process? Sport plays a key role in contributing towards government agendas such as social inclusion and health-related initiatives, but is the relationship between sport, government and public policy fully understood? Much is asked of the contribution of sport to society, but should the ‘autonomy’ of sport be promoted to resist regulatory capture? These are just some of the questions the conference will explore.

Queer 50s conference

Scholarship on post-war genders and sexualities tends to take as its starting point the 1960s, the time of the emergence of the civil rights, women's and gay rights movements. But what were the discourses and lived experiences of sexuality in the 1950s? The conference shifts the focus of debate to the period immediately following the end of WWII, a moment of (re)orientation, forgetting, re-writing, loss and new beginnings. Characterised by migrations, nation building, mass media, consumerism and a renewed scientific and political interest in questions of sex, the 50s constitute a key moments in the formation of modern sexualities.

Queer 50s features a range of contributions by invited speakers working on different national and cultural contexts as well as writers and activists who have turned to the 50s to write new histories of sexuality. The two-day event will include film screenings, readings, performance and key note lectures from leading and up-and coming scholars in the field.

Call for Papers

The first British woman Prime Minister.  A resolute anti-feminist.  Political icon.  Scourge of the left. What is the legacy for feminists and cultural scholars of Margaret Thatcher’s premiership?

As the 30th anniversary of Margaret Thatcher’s election as Conservative Prime Minister in 1979 approaches, a number of films and TV programmes have looked back reflectively, sometimes nostalgically, on the 1980s and her term of office (This is England, Tory, Tory, Tory!, The Road to Finchley, The Line of Beauty). Thatcher herself has been celebrated as the elder statesperson par excellence, on the pages of Vogue and posing with the Prime Minister on the steps of Downing Street, her personal image as the ‘iron lady’ burnished and brightened by an increasingly mythical status. The current revival of ‘eighties’ fashions and music has also mobilised the re-imagining of Thatcherism as a powerful, abrasive, and deeply productive driving force in British popular culture. No other national politician has been so profoundly or so consistently associated with such a wide range of cultural, social and political formations and identities as Margaret Thatcher, while Thatcherism, whether defined as a narrowly political ideology or as a set of tropes about nationhood, identity and culture, retains its resonance in everyday life. Why is this and what does it mean?

This conference will offer the opportunity to reflect on the continuing impact of Thatcherism and of Margaret Thatcher on feminist politics and popular culture since the 1980s.

· Why does Margaret Thatcher remain such a powerfully iconic figure and what does this tell us about contemporary feminism?

· What has been the legacy of Thatcherism for the cultural politics of class?

· How has Thatcherism been represented and mediated in popular culture?

· To what extent have Thatcherism and post-Thatcherism continued to problematise feminist politics and culture?

· In what ways does the re-telling of the 1980s in contemporary film and TV compare to stories produced during that decade?

This world congress which will be held from 15-18 July 2009, in the beautiful small city of Utrecht.

The general congress theme is Sport: Passion, Practice & Profit. This broad-based theme refers to three layers of sport ‘realities’ and research: individual experiences and meanings of sport practitioners, institutional processes and developments (sports organisations) and (expected) societal functions. The increasing significance of sport in mainstream (inter)national politics is one of the leading topics in the congress. Sport is ascribed predominantly positive meanings and outcomes from individual pleasure and development to (inter)national health, prestige, and social cohesion. Although the perceived individual and societal benefits of sport are not always based on sound empirical evidence, they influence the organization and accountability of sport. Changing discourses and organizational differentiation also affect individual experiences and meanings of practitioners, coaches and managers. Sociologists of sport have critically reflected on such developments, giving consideration to conflicting discourses and outcomes and accompanying in/exclusionary mechanisms. We offer a podium to meet other researchers and promote the discussion on passions, practices and profits of sport.

We invite all social sport researchers to submit abstracts for oral presentations which address one of the selected sub-themes or for an ‘open paper’ session.

Utrecht is the most central town of the Netherlands and is only a 30 minutes train ride away from the international airport Schiphol and the capital of Amsterdam. The central congress location is the historic Academic building, the oldest building of Utrecht University, situated in heart of the city, next to the Dom church and tower.

The social science team at the British Library is constructing a new website which looks the Olympics from a social science perspective. The site aims to provide a space through which to examine and contest the cultural and social processes that have produced the Olympics (and sport more generally) as well as to showcase some historical and contemporary material from our collections. I am keen to make sure that a feminist analysis of sport has a strong presence on the site and have started to put together a paper which examines news articles about gender verification, linking this to definitions of disabled/abled bodies in sport.

We would very much like to include student papers (or indeed other forms of commentary) which examine sport and the Olympics through a feminist lens. We would aim to publish the papers in pdf form for the duration of the site (which will go live next year) as part of a collection on gender, sport and sporting bodies. I would be very interested to hear whether you think your postgraduate and student members might wish to make contributions of their own to the site. We are very open to hearing ideas and would be keen to ensure that the site provides an opportunity for trying out new ways of examining the Olympics.

Following the 2012 Olympics, the site will be archived by the British Library and the student papers would be absorbed into our digital collection store and eventually catalogued. They would therefore become part of a collection surrounding a particular cultural moment which would be available to researchers in the future.

I would very much like to hear your initial thoughts about this idea. If you think your members might be interested in contributing to this site I can certainly put together a more formal call for contributions.
