a) International Plymouth Postgraduate Symposium, CALL FOR PAPERS ENDS 15th January 2008.

The Faculty of Social Science and Business is delighted to announce  the opening call for papers for this year’s International Plymouth  Postgraduate Symposium. Postgraduates across the three schools of Law  and Social Science, Business and Geography are 
encouraged to use this  as an opportunity to publicise their research within the university.

You are invited to submit an abstract of no more than 250 words which, if accepted, will become the basis of a paper to be presented at the  symposium. Each presentation will 

last 20 minutes with another 10  minutes for questions. The submission procedure is competitive, thus  when an abstract is received the organising committee will decide whether the application has been successful.

Currently there are 5 subject ‘streams’ planned, with a dedicated  seminar room for the following areas: Sociology, Criminal Justice  Studies, Business and Geography. Also running across all these streams  will be one concentrating on Methodology. Students 
whose research does  not initially appear to fall into one of these categories should not be deterred as these groupings are a simplification. Papers from any  subject within the faculty will be considered with equal merit (e.g.  Politics, International Relations, Law, Criminal Justice, Sociology  and Social Policy, International Shipping and Logistics, Tourism and  Rural Management or Business and Management, Business and the  Environment, Corporate Responsibility, Physical Geography, and  Quaternary Research).

c) Gender and Borders/ Boundaries, Postgraduate Conference at the University of Manchester, 27th June 2008, CALL FOR PAPERS ENDS 1st February 2008.
This one day postgraduate conference seeks to examine issues of gender and borders/boundaries across a range of critical perspectives. We want to ncourage innovative and interdisciplinary dialogues and welcome postgraduate students from a variety of disciplines, such as anthropology, cultural studies, gender studies, religion, sociology, psychology, politics, geography and social work.

Borders/boundaries are sites for exclusion, control and dominance, but they are also sites for exchange, transgression and creativity. With this postgraduate conference we want to focus on gender and the ways in which it interacts with the forces and powers of national borders and/or the boundaries of the body. We invite papers that focus on the dynamics between gender and borders/boundaries both from ethnographic and theoretical perspectives.

d) Women, Identity and Employability, One Day Conference, Centre for Enterprise, University of Teesside, 7th February 2008.

Although there is a wealth of literature on women within employment, less focuses on women who are on the margins of the UK labour market and issues of employability. For many women, achieving satisfying and well rewarded employment is more complicated than simply eradicating structural barriers, and for some, particular life experiences and resulting conceptions of self, can impact heavily on their employability. This conference starts from recognition of the need for critical attention to both the concept of employability and what it means for diverse and also socially excluded groups of women within the UK. For example, how do different women perceive their own employability? In what ways does identity impact upon employability? What personal development strategies are required to enter into and sustain employment? Are expectations about people's employability gendered? And how might employability issues vary for different socially excluded groups? We look forward to a day of critical and engaging debate on diverse themes related to women, identity and employability.
