An unprecedented number of policies and initiatives has been introduced in the
past decade to improve the life chances of children and young people from
disadvantaged backgrounds. These policy developments have been
underpinned by a growing body of evidence which has provided a powerful
case for intervention in early years, and for the need to intervene to break
the cycle of poor aspirations and low achievement among a small, but
persistent, proportion of young people. We are inviting abstracts that can
contribute to this debate by addressing questions such as: what are the key
influences affecting children's and young people's outcomes and life chances?
What has worked well and less well in terms of government intervention in the
past decade? What have we learnt from a decade of intervention in this area
and what are the implications for future policy developments targeted at
supporting children, young people and their families?

K)  2nd International Conference on Geographies of Children, Youth and Families, Barcelona, Spain, July 16-18, 2009.

The conference is the second of a bi-annual international conference series* that has been prompted by the current international vitality of geographies of children, young people and families. The aim of the conference is to provide a forum for the exchange of different knowledges, ideas and experiences from researchers and practitioners working in variety of international contexts and disciplinary fields, who are interested in exploring and advancing any aspect of geographies of children, youth and families.

The unifying conference theme is 'Diverse childhoods in international contexts: gender and other social and cultural differences'.

This conferences series provides a collaborative attempt to enhance geographical conceptualisations of childhood and youth by more fully establishing children and young people in their diverse socio-spatial contexts and focusing on and exploring diversity among children, youth and families. It is hoped that the advances facilitated by critical understandings of childhood and youth will be taken forward. At the same time, the conference provides a forum to begin to collectively address some of the critiques recently levelled at geographies of children and youth, drawing upon stimulating current research.

This aim of second international conference is to build upon and enhance dialogue between feminists and other scholars of social difference and researchers of geographies of children, youth and families working within a range of international contexts. Themes to be explored could include, without being limited to:

* Children and young people in their families and households from a gender perspective.

* Inter-subjective relationships and the construction of child/youthful subjects.

* Children's mobilities and migrations.

* The experiences of children and young people who are particularly 'othered' via dominant assumptions of agency, such as those with disabilities, mental ill-health and socio-emotional differences.

* How children and young people are variously socio-spatially positioned in relation to a variety of axes of power and broader material socio-spatial processes.

* Children and young people's social networks and relationships.

* Children's and young people's differentiated experience of 'risk'.

* Examining the methodological and ethical implications of re-examining the

sociological child.

* Children and young people's emotional geographies/geographies of affect.

*Public policies and children's participation.

More broadly, the conference is designed to provide a forum for the exchange of ideas and networking between researchers interested in any field of geographies of children, young people and families. With this in mind, the key theme is designed as a starting point to stimulate debate and discussion; papers therefore are invited that detail any aspect of geographies of children, youth and families.

L)  Mobile Geographies: Negotiating Urban Spaces, Manchester, UK, August 26-28, 2009.
There is a small but growing body of work on mobilities of children and young people in both the Global North and South. Scholars of mobility are starting to take children and young people into account and, in line with the ‘mobility turn’ in the social sciences, research on children’s and young people’s geographies is starting to analyse their (im)mobilities. Additionally, young people are emerging as a relevant group for research within urban studies. In this session we aim to bring young people, (im)mobilities and the urban together engaging with, and expanding upon, these approaches. 
This call for papers places particular emphasis on critical analyses of the specific mobile and immobile constituents of young people’s geographies. We seek papers which include all or some aspects of the following:

* A focus on the (im)mobilities of young people (aged approximately 14 to 30). Much existing work focuses on children whereas this session is determined to place young people centre stage. The age range is selected to cover the multiple and differentiated definitions of ‘young people’ in different parts of the world. 
* A focus on the urban spatialities of young people. There is already a good amount of work on mobilities of rural young people within geography but there has been a relative lack of attention so far given to this age group within urban studies.   
* An interrogation of the meanings and practices of mobility and immobility in young people’s lives (spatial, temporal, cultural, social and/or economic) and how these intersect and are mapped out in urban spaces. 
* An analysis of empirical data from research conducted in either or both the Global South and the Global North.
