TRAVEL

It is possible to reach the hotel by taxi in 15 minutes from the airport or from the train station (city centre), or by bus.

At the airport, there is a taxi desk in the arrivals hall. At the train station, taxis are available at the front entrance and most/many taxis are wheelchair accessible.
From the city centre you can also take a bus to the hotel (bus number 1, 96 or 95 in the direction of 'Headingley') - the journey takes approximately 25 minutes and the bus stop is called 'Lawnswood School' or 'the Ring Road'. The Number 1 bus is wheelchair accessible.
