c) Displaying Families? A Family Study Group Day Seminar, University of Hull, 16th January 2008 – Call for Papers


In a recent article in Sociology (2007, V. 41 (1)) Janet Finch outlined the concept of 'Displaying Families' and issued an invitation to researchers to 'open up this aspect of family life for debate' and to consider how to refine/use it (p. 66). At this study day we would like to engage with this invitation and discuss the emerging concept further
but also to co-opt the phrase more generally to invite researchers to 'display' their work on the family. Prof Finch will be providing the introductory session for the study day outlining the concept and we aim to structure the day to allow significant discursive sessions. We are seeking contributions of two sorts: first, paper presentations which may show how the new concept has been utilised in the research or which report on work which 'displays' families and secondly researchers who are prepared to discuss in informal groups how the concept may inform their ongoing research. The day seminar will welcome contributions from postgraduates and early researchers as well as more experienced scholars.

Organisational Governance and Patient Safety – PhD Scholarship

This is an exciting opportunity for a social scientist with an interest in applied health research to carry out a PhD within the new National Patient Safety and Quality Research Centre, funded by the National Institute for Health Research. This studentship will be attached to the research programme on ‘organisational governance’ within the Centre, and the focus of the project will be to study the management of risk at organisational level, using the control of hospital acquired infections as a case study.

The Study Group is pleased to announce the launch of a postgraduate essay competition, the aim of which is to encourage new scholars in the Sociology of Religion.   Essays are welcome from postgraduates at all stages of their studies and on any aspect of contemporary religion grounded in a sociological perspective.  The winning essay will receive £100.  There will also be an opportunity to publish the winning entry in the Journal of Contemporary Religion , subject to the journal’s normal peer review processes.   The competition offers postgraduate students an excellent opportunity to work towards an early publication on their thesis topic, or a chance to explore another area of interest.  The winner will be announced at the Study Group’s Annual Conference which will be held in 2008 at the Woodbrooke Quaker Study Centre, Birmingham (8th - 10th April, 2008) – please see the Study Groups’ website for details (www.socrel.org.uk).

All postgraduates are eligible to apply, but entrants should apply for membership of the Study Group prior to submission if they are not already members (this is free for existing BSA members or £9.00 per year for non-BSA members).  Visit www.socrel.org.uk for further information on membership. · Between 5000 and 8000 words, including footnotes but excluding bibliography.  

· The essay must not be in print already, or submitted for publication elsewhere. 
· Electronic submission to Kristin Aune (K.Aune@derby.ac.uk) with cover sheet (available on the Study Group website - www.socrel.org.uk). 
· The essay should be written in English. 
· The essay must be submitted as a single MS Word document attachment, including bibliography and cover sheet.  Failure to incorporate the cover sheet will render disqualification. 
· Include details of programme of study and contact details (postal and email). 
· The deadline for the 2008 competition is the 28th February, 2008.

b) Annals of Leisure Research: Special Issue on "alcohol and the leisure
experience"

This special issue of the Annals of Leisure Research aims to provide a forum to engender an expansion of the current understanding of linkages between leisure and alcohol and the consequences of these links for the wider society. The topics of potential manuscripts include, but are not limited to:

* The role of alcohol and the alcohol industry in the construction of the leisure environment and experience
* The social and/or cultural construction of alcohol consumption in leisure experiences
* The construction of cultural, sub-cultural and personal identities through alcohol
* The personal, social, and economic costs and benefits of alcohol consumption in the leisure environment
* The role of alcohol consumption as a catalyst and inhibitor to pleasure fulfilment in the leisure experience
* The link between alcohol, deviance, and violence leisure experience

Submission Guidelines:


1. In the first instance authors are invited to submit a 400 – 500 word abstract for consideration for the special issue. Selected authors will then be asked to produce a full paper based on their abstract
2. Electronic submissions should be sent by e-mail attachment to ncarr@business.otago.ac.nz 
3. Ideally, abstracts and papers should be sent as Microsoft Word files
4. Articles should be 5000-6000 words in length. The Annals of Leisure Research also accepts shorter research notes of 1000-2000 words in length. Full details of the format for papers are available at: http://www.staff.vu.edu.au/anzals/ANZALS-journal-authors.htm  All submissions will be anonymously reviewed by two independent
assessors.
