TRAVELLING TOWARDS INCLUSION: Tackling the social exclusion of Gypsy and Traveller children and young people through participation and innovative practice, Nottingham, Tuesday 24 April 2007.

Children and young people from Gypsy and Traveller communities are among
those most marginalised by services and policy makers alike. Described as
'those most at risk in the education system', they face unacceptable, and
largely unrecognised, levels of racism and discrimination and are
disproportionately likely to face homelessness and poor health.

This conference provides a timely opportunity to bring together policy
makers, practitioners and young Gypsies and Travellers from across the
United Kingdom, and will provide a catalyst for change for anyone working
around issues of racism and social exclusion with children and young people
to explore and debate these issues.

Conference themes and speakers

Key to the conference is a focus on solutions and the participation of
children and young people. Presentations and workshops will be delivered by
a broad range of leading policy makers, researchers, and national children's
charities.  Many will be developed in partnership with groups of young
people from Gypsy and Traveller communities including English Romany
Gypsies, Travellers of Irish Heritage and New Travellers. There will also be
a market place of exhibitors displaying best practice and innovative
programmes of work.

As the first conference of its kind, Travelling Towards Inclusion will be a
catalyst for real change and an invaluable opportunity for anybody working
around issues of racism and social exclusion with children and young people
from any community.

Theme: Women and Citizenship in a Local /Global World

Deadline for Abstract / Paper Submissions:  March 15, 2007

This is a call for papers for the first interim conference of ISA-RC32 for 2006-2010 to be held in Athens, Greece on May 31-June1, 2007 

Theme: In an increasingly globalized world of collapsing economic borders and extending formal political and legal equality rights within the perimeter of states and broader political entities, active citizenship has the potential to expand as well as deepen. At the same time, with the rise of neo-liberalism, welfare state retrenchment, decline of state employment, re-privatization and the rising gap between rich and poor, the economic, social and political citizenship rights of certain categories of people, (i.e., women, girl children, migrants, refugees, domestic workers, Third-World and poverty-stricken individuals), are increasingly curtailed. In an era of rising security concerns post 9/11 differentiations in the practice of active citizenship among and within men and women have become even more pronounced. While legal citizenship itself carries more weight for governments, it is no longer a “threshold concept” and its acquisition is not a sufficient guarantee of individual protection. 

Sessions: Submissions should fall mainly within the following thematic areas:

· Intersecting gender, race, ethnicity, class, sexuality and other forms of social division in the study of citizenship 

· Political Participation 

· Social and Civic Participation

· Economic Participation and Social Exclusion

· Linking the Local, National and Transnational Levels

· Women and Citizenship in a post 9/11 world

· (Im/)migrant, ethnic minority, refugee, and asylum-seeking women and citizenship

· Women’s and girl children’s citizenship and gender-based violence in conflict zones 
· Contestation, Resistance and Agency

· Special Focus on the Mediterranean Region

This seminar series is a follow up to the ESRC funded ‘Working-class lives: Geographies and Sociologies’ series, with the aim of focusing on the work and ideas of ‘new researchers’ as they contribute to the theorisation of class. In seeking to reinvigorate class analysis in the UK it is vital to tap into these ‘new’ voices, alongside those of more established academics. The first series fulfilled the latter of those purposes but a gap arguably exists about the role and place of new researchers within the development of a working-class studies agenda. ‘Our working-class lives’ will explore the ways that new researchers are, in their own right, creating new analyses and theories, even as they deploy, utilise and contend established and emerging frameworks. This series will provide a space for new researchers, including junior academics and postgraduates, to hear about and respond to research produced across disciplines, and to begin to forge contacts and foster collaborations – in other words to fully claim a presence within this moment of developing interest around class.
