Re-moralising Britain?  10 Years of new labour: Faith, morals & Governance, 2 day conference, University of Manchester, Chancellors Conference Centre, 17th-18th May 2007

Timed to coincide with the tenth anniversary of Blair's appointment as Prime Minister, this international conference investigates the moral basis of Blairism and the 'New Labour' project. On seeking office and in coming to power, New Labour presented its vision for Britain in moral terms: moral rectitude; governance with integrity; a renewed ethical engagement in foreign policy; a commitment to social inclusion ( Britain as a 'community'); education as a path to moral and economic development; and developing partnerships with the Market in the service of social justice. During the course of the New Labour administration, new moral themes have been introduced: responsibility and respect, the merits of local government and self-governance, and the moral imperative to confront threats of 'terror' from abroad. Throughout, New Labour has drawn on the language of faith and morals yet has done so cautiously.

Drawing together speakers from a range of disciplines and commitments, this interdisciplinary conference offers a reckoning of this New Labour decade. What is the nature of this re-moralising? What are its sources? How effective has it been and what difference has this moral discourse made? What can be learned from Blairism about the relationship between faith, morals and governance?

CALL FOR ABSTRACTS. Our working-class lives: a ‘new researchers’ seminar series, Newcastle University, 22nd June 2007.

This seminar series is a follow up to the ESRC funded ‘Working-class lives: Geographies and Sociologies’ series, with the aim of focusing on the work and ideas of ‘new researchers’ as they contribute to the theorisation of class. In seeking to reinvigorate class analysis in the UK it is vital to tap into these ‘new’ voices, alongside those of more established academics. The first series fulfilled the latter of those purposes but a gap arguably exists about the role and place of new researchers within the development of a working-class studies agenda. ‘Our working-class lives’ will explore the ways that new researchers are, in their own right, creating new analyses and theories, even as they deploy, utilise and contend established and emerging frameworks. This series will provide a space for new researchers, including junior academics and postgraduates, to hear about and respond to research produced across disciplines, and to begin to forge contacts and foster collaborations – in other words to fully claim a presence within this moment of developing interest around class.

Studying ethnic minorities - methodological approaches in qualitative research
December 5th - 6th 2007 at the Danish National Institute of Social Research (SFI) in Copenhagen.

Within the last decades in Europe, and for a much longer historical period in the States, globalisation and immigration has led to increasingly more ethnically and culturally diverse populations, and to continuous changes of social institutions and social life within the nation states. This development confronts us as social researchers with still new challenges. The consequences of multi-cultural populations and of living in multi-cultural societies in terms of the research questions it raises are often discussed. However, much less discussed are the consequences for how we do research in a multi-cultural context. 

The objective of this conference is to discuss different methodological, ethical and epistemological aspects of studying ethnic relations and ethnic minorities.
