The European Social Model and Beyond, Young Researchers Workshop under the auspices of the Network for European Social Policy Analysis (ESPAnet), (Location to be confirmed), December 6 – 8, 2007

For the two decades of its existence as a political concept, the “European Social Model“ has been a moving target. Born as a vision of a European-style welfare capitalism, it has gained force above all in its normative opposition to an (supposedly) American-style free market capitalism. However, with the social, political, economic, and demographic premises of  European welfare states having changed fundamentally, the conception of what the “European Social Model“ should be and look like have been changing as well in recent years. While the process and style of EU policy-making may be said to have been “americanised“ with the adoption of the Open Method of Coordination, social policy in the EU, with its focus on employability and activation, is becoming ever more “Scandinavian“ in substance. As a result, for the first time in the history of European integration there is emerging a reasonably coherent political design of a “Social Europe“ – a design, however, that does not bear too much resemblance with what the early advocates meant when talking of the “European Social Model“.

The workshop brings together about 30 young and senior researchers to discuss, along the lines sketched out above, about the changes, perspectives, and contradictions of the “European Social Model“. Young researchers will present pre-circulated papers based on their recent projects, which will in turn be commented by senior researchers with ample expertise in the field of social policy and European studies. The workshop is organised by Ilona Ostner (University of Goettingen) and Stephan Lessenich (University of Jena). Invited senior researchers include (in addition to the workshop organi​sers) Liesbeth Hooghe and Gary Marks (both University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and Free University of Amsterdam), Stephan Leibfried (University of Bremen), Chiara Saraceno (University of Torino), and Jelle Visser (University of Amsterdam).

The workshop is primarily directed at young researchers being members of the Network for European Social Policy Analysis (ESPAnet). However, depending on the number of applications, it is open to participants not yet associated to ESPAnet as well. There is no workshop registration fee. Travel and accommodation costs will be covered up to € 300 for young researchers from Germany and € 400 for those from other European countries.

The deadline for applications to participate in the workshop is July 16, 2007. Applications should include a short CV and a proposal for a paper (title and 500 words abstract). The selection of participants will be completed by July 30, 2007.The workshop papers will have to be delivered by November 5, 2007.
