

The Transforming Body in popular culture


University of Southampton, 2007.

There has recently been an intensification of interest in the changing body
in popular culture, from films and writing focusing on the makeover phenomenon or gender reassignment, to reality TV programmes detailing surgical alteration, to health-, celebrity- and horror-focused narratives presenting transformation  sentimentally or monstrously. These contemporary perspectives are embedded in a longer history of transformation stories in
classical/post-classical cinema, literature, photography, art and performance.

In 2007 Southampton University will be hosting a series of seminars considering the unique position of the transforming body within popular culture in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries. This series will provide a forum at which these sensational spectacles and cultural artefacts can be addressed in the context of a reassessment of established theories of the body, providing new ways of framing and understanding body culture. Possible areas of interest might include:

- Make-over narratives and ‘Cinderella stories’

- Gender and  transgender
- The transforming  celebrity body
- Medical/surgical  narratives
- The hybrid or obscene  body
- Body art, performance art  and fetish culture
- Monstrosity,  plasticity and body horror
- The  body as sick/damaged or whole/perfected

We are open to proposals focusing on any revealing or provocative cultural phenomena and texts, from a wide range of perspectives and disciplines. Please email abstracts of 250 words to lrw1@soton.ac.uk and periart21@aol.com by 23rd February 2007. If your proposal is accepted, you will be invited to present a paper of 30 minutes at Southampton University, UK, at one of our four themed seminars. These are scheduled for April 25th, May 30th, and in October and December (dates tbc).  Travel expenses will be paid for speakers, though we cannot cover overnight accommodation or a fee.  We expect to secure a publisher for an edited collection of selected papers from the series.

Call for papers

The concept of borders has captured the geographical imagination for centuries. Questions of territory and cartographic innovation are testament to this. Borders, and more critically their breakdown and redefinition, continue to permeate contemporary discourses in geographical enquiry. This 22nd edition of Chimera, entitled “Crossing Borders”, seeks to celebrate the creation of new geographies that transcend boundaries with other disciplines, and which invite us to challenge and rethink the multiplicity of borders that geography beckons us to negotiate.

While geographical discourses around European enlargement, migratory flows and the changing shape of coastlines display an overt concern with physical landscape boundaries and the changing perception of nation states, their context is paradoxically a global one in which the significance of borders has been greatly reduced because we are better equipped than ever before to transcend them. Cultural, economic and political borders, although ubiquitous, are being constantly subjected to redefinition. Imaginary borders, which we perceive and adhere to even though they do not exist, beg the question – ‘Does everything have a border?’ In aiming to compile what we hope will be a reflection of the dynamism and vibrancy that characterises geography today, Chimera’s editorial committee invites you to break for the border in our call for papers which reflect this exciting theme.

Coimbra Group’s Summer School “Poverty and exclusion”

Padova, Italy, Sept 2nd - 12th 2007.

From September 2 to 12, 2007, the ACP Task Force of the Coimbra Group will organize at the University of Padova a residential Summer School session devoted to a better understanding of the mechanisms related to exclusion and poverty in ACP countries.

The objectives of this initiative, which is sponsored and financed by several European universities (Padova, which will be this year the host of the session, Barcelona, KULeuven, UCLouvain, etc.), are threefold.

First, it will serve as a place of confronting views between ACP graduate/doctoral students and European scholars on a subject-matter which will be appraised in a transversal and interdisciplinary manner.

Second, it will contribute to stimulate debates within and between the ACP, mostly African, members of the diaspora which are often only regarded in their capacity of returnees and not as potential intellectual challengers in the European setting.

Third, the Summer School should bring an added value to the European dimension of high learning that would benefit both the European teachers and the African graduate/doctoral students. 

The Summer School will accept 40 graduate (Master and Doctoral) ACP Countries’ students registered in European Universities, starting from the members of the Coimbra Group. European and non-ACP students will be accepted if available places are left. The Summer School topics are mostly suitable for social and human sciences students, but also other disciplines’ ones (agriculture, medicine, etc.) will be accepted, provided they are dealing with development/underdevelopment issues. The Summer School will be free (lodgment, tuition) for the first 30 applicants; for the others, it will depend on available funds. Travel expenses to and from Padova will be on charge of the Students and/or their Universities. Lecturing and tutorial will be in English and French; didactic material will be in both languages. The participants are supposed to attend the entire work: nor late arrival, nor early departures will be accepted. Applications (with 1 page CV) must be e-mailed to Mrs. Roberta Rasa, Servizio Relazioni Internazionali, Università di Padova: roberta.rasa@unipd.it) as soon as possible and no later than the end of February, 2007. Information about the venue will be sent to the accepted students.

ESRC QUOTA STUDENTSHIPS AT INSTITUTE FOR SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC RESEARCH, UNIVERSITY OF ESSEX

The Institute for Social and Economic Research (ISER) at the University
of Essex has 11 ESRC '1+3' and '+3' postgraduate studentship quota awards to make in the forthcoming academic year. These studentships cover fees plus a stipend for the period of the Masters course and/or 3 years of a PhD
programme. Full ESRC awards are available to UK students; students from non-UK EU countries are eligible for a fees-only award.

The '1+3' awards are spread over 2 programmes:

1) MA Sociology and Panel Data Analysis, plus 3 years PhD work (programme co-taught with the Department of Sociology);


2) MSc in Applied Economics and Data Analysis, plus 3 years PhD work (programme co-taught with the Department of Economics).



These schemes provide advanced training in sociology and applied economics and in the techniques of data analysis, including analysis of longitudinal or panel data. 

Applicants should have (or be expecting to achieve) a good 2.1 degree or above in Sociology, Economics or a related discipline. The '+3' awards are for applicants already holding a Master's degree of suitable standard. PhD research topics can be in any of the current research fields at ISER, which include social mobility within and between generations; labour market dynamics; income and wealth; time use; microsimulation of taxes and benefits; household formation and dissolution; longitudinal and panel data methods;
applied econometrics and survey methods.

Gender, Violence and Religion

Day Conference on March 2, 2007 at the University of Bristol, Bristol Institute for Public Affairs, 2 Priory Road, BS6.  Hosted by the Institute for Advanced Studies and the School for Policy Studies Violence Against Women Research Group.

This day conference will examine research perspectives interlinking gender, violence and religion. It addresses the question of how far violence and gender may be related to the teachings, practices and symbolic order of different religions. How far are the origin, legitimation and practices of violence linked to religious factors? How far has state or military violence been sanctioned by religions, and what are the gender dimensions of this and other extreme forms of violence? How do religious teachings, rites, beliefs and practices influence violence-inducing attitudes and behaviour towards women, whether expressed through the use of physical, psychological, sexual, economic, institutional or structural violence? 6th Global Conference Making Sense Of: Health, Illness and Disease

Mansfield College, Oxford, 9th-12th July 2007.
 
This inter-disciplinary and multi-disciplinary project aims to explore
the processes by which we attempt to create meaning in health, illness
and disease. The project will examine the models and metaphors we use
to understand our experiences of health and illness (looking
particularly at perceptions of the body), and to evaluate the
diversity of ways in which we creatively struggle to make sense of
such experiences and express ourselves across a range of media.

Papers, presentations, reports and workshops are invited on any of the
following themes;

* the 'significance' of health, illness and disease for individuals and communities; the factors which influence our perceptions of health and illness experiences
* the concept of the 'well' person; the preoccupation with health; the attitudes of the 'well' to the 'ill'; perceptions of 'impairment' and disability; the challenges posed when confronted by illness and disease; the notion of being 'cured'; chronic illness; terminal illness; attitudes to death
* how we perceive of and conduct ourselves through the experiences of health and illness; the effects on our sense of identity; our relationship with our own body; how others perceive us - family,
friends, strangers, doctors, nurses, care givers
* 'models' of the body; the body in pain; biological and medical views of illness; the ambiguous relationship with 'alternative' medicine and therapies; the doctor-patient relationship; the 'clinical gaze'; the body as machine and the role of technology; the rise of genetics; manipulation of the body - transplantation, surgery; the body as resource; 'artificial' bodies; the impact of body 'models' on the person
* the impact of health, illness and disease on biology, economics, government, medicine, politics, social sciences; the changing relationship between society and medical development; the potential influences of gender, ethnicity, and class; health care, service providers, and public policy
* the nature and role of 'metaphors' in expressing the experiences of health, illness and disease - for example, illness as 'another country'; the role of narrative and narrative interpretation in making sense of the 'journey' from health through illness, diagnosis, and treatment; the importance of story telling; dealing with chronic and terminal illness; the 'myths' surrounding health, illness and disease
* the relationship between creative work and illness and disease: the work of artists, musicians, poets, writers. Illness and the literary imagination - studies of writers and literature which take health, disability, illness and disease as a central theme

Papers are also solicited for special sessions which will be held in common with a second research project running at the same time entitled Making Sense Of: Dying and Death. When submitting your abstract, please specify clearly whether you would like your paper to be considered for a joint session presentation. Papers submitted for joint sessions must be explicitly inter/multi-disciplinary in nature and/or show where the possibilities for inter-disciplinary research and engagement could be developed.

300 word abstracts should be submitted by Monday 26th March 2007. If selected for presentation, 8 page draft conference papers should be submitted by Friday 8th June 2006. All papers accepted for and presented at the conference will be published in an ISBN eBook. Selected papers accepted for and presented at the conference will be published in a themed hard copy volume.

Transgender/Intersex and Law Workshop: An Agenda for Future Research

Keele University, 17th-18th April 2007

The workshop brings together eight leading UK scholars within the fields of transgender and intersex scholarship. The eight papers to be delivered will consider a variety of theoretical issues pertaining to transgender and intersex people and their encounters with medicine and law. These will include consideration of (trans)gender theory, diversity, citizenship, identity and equality. The workshop will connect these various themes to two main research questions: 
First, what implications does contemporary transgender/intersex scholarship have for thinking about the concepts of ‘sex’ and ‘gender’ and their interrelationship? In particular, and in view of the Gender Recognition Act 2004, the workshop will consider whether the category ‘sex’ has become redundant leaving us with only the category ‘gender.’ 
Second, what lessons can be learned concerning the dilemma that is law reform through an analysis of transgender/intersex struggle? Here the workshop will provide participants with an opportunity, in transgender/intersex contexts, to reflect on the need to affirm identities and to pursue law reform, on the one hand, and the need to maintain some critical distance from that project on the other. This is necessary both generally, and in the particular context of the Gender Recognition Act 2004 that has propelled the UK to the forefront of global law reform. In this regard, the workshop poses the question: where to from here?

Imagining the future: researching children and the lifecourse

The aim of this half-day seminar is to bring together researchers with an interest in childhood and the life course and to promote the availability of a new resource of approximately 500 essays written by children when they were aged 11 in 1969 on the topic of 'Imagine your life at age 25'. These essays form part of the National Child Development Study that has followed a cohort of approximately 17,000 individuals from birth (in 1958) into adult life, with the most recent data having been collected at age 46 in 2004.
