The Governance Research Group in the Department of Social and Policy Sciences at the University of Bath is pleased to present a doctoral workshop, ‘Thinking Critically about Governance: Explorations of Power in Practice’, sponsored by the University of Bath and the Social Policy Association.

This will be a fully participative and interactive event, organised around three key themes in contemporary governance studies (see below). The workshop will consist of a series of key note talks around these themes led by Professor Janet Newman and Professor John Clarke at the Open University, and Dr Emma Carmel at the University of Bath, followed by a series of small group discussions. The small group discussions will be facilitated by the key note speakers, and will provide an opportunity for delegates to present PhD work in progress in relation to one of the key themes. …A black British manager is appointed by a Premier League club for the first time…Muslim players are frequently taunted as “terrorists” by opposition fans…a professional player uses a social networking site to racially abuse the nurses who had treated him …a black woman is manager of the England team…fans taunt a black player with racist (and homophobic) chants that celebrate the idea of him being lynched…two British Asian clubs face each other in a FA Cup tie…the boardrooms of professional teams remain almost exclusively white (and male)…the first British Asian women gain their coaching badges…

Issues and debates around race, ethnicity and (anti-)racism continue to represent complex, contested and contradictory attributes of the “national sport”. Prejudice and discrimination remain prominent, in both residual and new forms; the range of ethnicities and identities represented in both professional and amateur spheres continue to increase to unprecedented levels; and anti-racism projects abound, initiated by sporting authorities, grassroots community organisations and corporate sportswear giants alike. This one-day workshop aims to explore the contemporary cultural politics of race, ethnicity and racism in British football. Consolidating existing social science research in the field, it will identify and map new challenges, directions, approaches and perspectives, thus signposting a potential research agenda for forthcoming years.

"Current Debates in International Development"

25-26 June 2009

The majority of the world's population lives in developing countries.  The challenges and opportunities they currently face are undoubtedly one of the major problems for the whole of humanity. Political, economic, environmental and social processes intricately related to a more globalised and interconnected world are profoundly affecting them.  Many are suffering under abject poverty, poor nutrition and health while some are experiencing relatively rapid improvements in their economic conditions.  Climate change is having severe effects exposing many communities to bigger and new risks. Modern pandemics like HIV/AIDS are eroding both the productive capacity of societies as well as their social fabric. 

Researchers of development are all faced with the challenge of describing, interpreting and analysing global and local processes of change. The complexity of these processes has demanded a broad range of disciplinary, epistemological and methodological approaches. The multi-disciplinary nature of the challenge requires a dialogue between the different disciplines. 

In particular, there is a need for a forum on which PhD students working on development in different British universities can interact. Recognising this, the School of International Development at the University of East Anglia (UEA), with the support of the Development Studies Association (DSA), has organised a multi-disciplinary conference for PhD students working in any area of development.  This includes those that have recently completed their studies. The conference is expected to provide an opportunity for students to exchange experiences and ideas in development research and to strengthen their conference skills. Each student will have 10 minutes to present her/his paper and a discussant, who would be another PhD student or a UEA academic staff member, will give feed-back on the paper. Those presenting papers will also have the opportunity of being discussants in the same or other sessions. It is highly recommended that papers are sent in advance (see date below) in order to provide good feedback.  

Two key note speakers will give presentations on pressing issues of development. Professor Lawrence Haddad, the president of Development Studies Association and Professor at IDS-University of Sussex, and Professor Peter Newell, professor at DEV-UEA, have confirmed their participation as key note speakers.

The conference will be held at the School of International Development, University of East Anglia, Norwich on Thursday 25th and Friday 26th June 2009.

The Department of Sociology at the University of Warwick is organising an advanced summer school for early career researchers and academics, including PhD students and postdoctoral fellows, on 'Theory for a Global Age: Postcolonial and Cosmopolitan Perspectives'.

With globalisation seen to be the existing condition of the world, it is necessary to examine the different theoretical perspectives on globalisation that are emerging from across the world. Two such perspectives are those of postcolonialism and cosmopolitanism. While both perspectives engage with similar questions, they offer different analyses and, significantly, these are offered independently of any engagement between these perspectives. With this advanced summer school we will bring these perspectives into a productive tension with each other while considering some of the most urgent social and political issues facing us today.

The summer school is from 6-10th July 2009 and will take place at Millburn House, University of Warwick. The cost of the summer school is £250 which includes accommodation, breakfast and lunch, and all course materials. Travel costs and evening meals are not included in the price.

The school is organised around guest lectures, seminars and workshops by faculty from the University of Warwick as well as by invited academics internationally recognised in their fields. Though employed in areas such as visual anthropology for some time, the last decade has witnessed a significant growth in the use of visual data within qualitative research more generally. Such growth reflects a rising appreciation of the ubiquity of imagery and visual culture in every day life. Indeed, scholars working within a number of different disciplines have becoming increasingly aware that adopting visual methods has the potential to further develop our understanding of the social world. By encompassing a multitude of forms including photographs, videos, maps, diagrams, symbols and so forth, images can provide specific information about our existence. They can also act as powerful indicators regarding the multiple meanings embedded within our culture.
 
Given these points, it is interesting to note that one domain where the use of visual methods has been less well documented is that of physical culture. Physical culture is taken here to mean human physical movement occurring within recognised cultural domains such as sport, dance and, more broadly, outdoor and indoor recreational activities involving expression through physicality.
 
Qualitative Research in Sport and Exercise invites contributions for a special edition on ‘Visual Methods in Physical Culture’. We welcome empirical papers that harness the potential of visual methods to deepen our understandings of physical culture. Theoretical papers that will add to the continued development of theoretical frameworks orientated to visual methods are also invited.

• As with the “coming communities,” can we equally speak of the “coming cooperative economies”?
• How is self-management (autogestión) being (re)conceptualized within the new cooperativism?
• What do networks of economic solidarity look like today, where are they located, and how do they embody the values of new cooperativism?
