"During the last few years universities and research institutions all over the world have changed considerably.

Inside the institutions themselves, the traditional structures have changed, partly as a result of developments in the various sciences, especially the various branches of biology, but also as a result of changing external needs.

The overall aim of the earlier International Graduate Summer Schools at Lund University, Campus Helsingborg has been to contribute to a comprehensive critical discussion of this development. Ideas for desirable research strategies and adequate methodologies for the various sciences and the humanities have been presented and discussed; and the impact of the sciences and research on society at large, incl. The values and principles that are fundamental for maintaining an Open
Society, has been thoroughly scrutinized.

 From 2008 and on we will broaden the perspective to the global social, economic and political situation and use the notions of "Openness" and "Sustainability" as our overall guiding and evaluative reference points. 

The courses, discussions, workshops and the public debates offered will thus, in various ways, focus on important aspects of these notions.

The Conference is organised on behalf of the Diversity and Equality in Careers and Employment Research Centre (DECERe) within the Norwich Business School (NBS) at the University of East Anglia, Norwich, UK.

The inaugural Equal Opportunities International conference will be held from 1-3 July, 2008, at the University of East Anglia, Norwich. The conference will provide an international platform for exchange of knowledge across all strands of equality, diversity and inclusion at work. The first conference is organised by the research centre, Diversity and Equality in Careers and Employment Research (DECERe). Subsequent conferences are likely to travel internationally.

 An interdisciplinary conference jointly organised and sponsored by the Royal Geographical Society (with the Institute of British Geographers') Women and Geography Study Group (WGSG) and Space, Sexualities and Queer Working Group (SSQWG)
Call for papers (and other contributions)
There has been surprisingly little explicit interaction between feminist and queer geographies, despite a number of shared concerns. This conference will provide a space for productive exchanges between feminist and queer geographers, as well as other researchers interested in questions of feminism, queer theory, and spatiality. The conference will explore points of both intersection and disjuncture between queer and feminist theories and geographies.

We welcome papers proposing exciting future directions for research, as well as those advancing/challenging contemporary theoretical and methodological agendas. We are particularly interested in research that will feed into broader debates about the intersections between feminist theory, queer theory, and politics.

We aim to be interdisciplinary in nature, and we welcome contributions from cognate disciplines, including (but not limited to) sociology, politics, art, & performance studies. Contributions other than traditional paper presentations are also encouraged, such as installations, films and performance.

Copenhagen International Summer School 2008, Body Cultures and Health Discourses
Historical, Sociological, Psychological and Pedagogical Approaches, August 12 – 18, Department of Exercise and Sport Sciences, University of Copenhagen, Denmark.
 
Currently, in all Western countries body cultures and health are in various ways in the centre of public attention. Physicians, politicians and scientists, parents and teachers, a considerable part of the population is either involved in the production or propagation of knowledge about the interdependencies between body, weight, health and physical activity or addressed by the messages and recipes which are everywhere, in the mass media, in the programs of municipalities or in the teaching materials of schools. In addition, health is an important issue in the current doping crisis which challenges the sport system as a whole. Moreover, health, sport and the body are increasingly used as means of social distinction and as symbolic capital. Health and appearance are no longer determined by destiny, but they are products of work and money. Various body cultures (and sub cultures) are promising certain images, are used for enactments and are part of identities. Various disciplines with different theoretical approaches, questions and methods are dealing with body cultures and health, and there has been conducted a considerable amount of research.

The summer school will take place in collaboration with the International Society for the History of Physical Education and Sport (ISHPES), The International Sport Sociological Association (ISSA) and the European Association of Sport Psychology (FEPSAC).

Participants should be young researchers (either planning a PhD, working on their PhD or post docs). Participants will be selected according to the following criteria: topic, state of research, quality of the project. The participants may work in different disciplines from pedagogy to history.

The number of participants will be between 20 and 25; it is aimed to include students from as many countries as possible.

The participation in the Summer School is free. Travel and accommodation has to be covered by the participants.There is the opportunity to sleep in a youth hostel in the centre of Copenhagen. We have applied for funding and may be able to provide free lunches.

Conference Cultures and/of Globalization, September 3-5, 2008, Oxford Brookes University, UK
This conference will provide an opportunity to explore the ways in which culture as the realm of meaning can inform current debates about globalization and afford greater understanding of contested globality. Appeals for a multi-dimensional and multi/inter-disciplinary approach to the study of global systems still lose out to varieties of methodological nationalism, while disciplines often shy away from much that is intellectually foreign.
 
Through attention to the soft features of globalization and globality (largely cultural and motivational phenomena and the realms of meaning)and to the disciplines that promote such approaches (Sociology, Cultural Studies; Social Anthropology, Communication Studies and some areas of Geography and Urban Studies as well as Political Science) this conference offers an exploration of disciplinary paradigms and a reminder that a frenetic search for appropriate indicators of globalization cannot be confined to economic or narrowly conceived governance phenomena.
 
Themes pertinent to the study of cultures of/and globalization include:
 
  * conceptualising global cultures
  * space, place and culture
  * borderlands
  * patterns of world and "glocal" identities
  * global multicultures
  * various facets of global transformations of culture -eg in
    consumption, art, music, sport and literary forms
  * culture and empire/new imperialism
  * cultural economies of globalization

A half day BSA Youth Study Group conference is to be held at the University of Teesside from lunch-time on 11th September 2008. All are welcome.

· Participants interested in giving a paper are invited, in the first instance, to submit abstracts to Dr Tracy Shildrick (t.a.shildrick@tees.ac.uk). Papers presented at the BSA event will also be considered for a special edition of the Journal of Youth Studies, guest edited by Tracy Shildrick, Shane Blackman and Rob MacDonald to be published in 2009. Abstracts for the study group event should be submitted by 30th April 2008.

The youth phase is an important period in which to explore and test pressing theoretical questions of social change and continuity.  This is evident, at least, in the wealth of recent debate in Anglo-phone youth studies about the extent of alleged late-modern processes of individualisation, reflexive modernisation and the ‘risk society’ more generally. Articles in the Journal of Youth Studies have, for instance, argued about the relevance of social structural determinants (e.g. of class, of place) in shaping patterns of ‘emerging adulthood’ in Europe and the US. Another recent example focuses on questions of youth cultural identity and whether conceptualisations of ‘subculture’, as rooted in social divisions, should now be replaced by ‘post-subcultures’ in which choice-driven consumption practices are to the fore.

Research has also drawn upon evidence from outside of the normal territory of ‘youth studies’ in wider sociological debates about the role of social class in respect of life-styles, life-chances and social identities. Some of the most exciting research has prioritised qualitative approaches to understanding self-identity and how class is lived and understood by social actors. Here, place has become understood as a key mediator, focus and channel for class processes. We feel that the time is right to signal more concertedly the value of youth studies for contemporary debates about class and place. We would seek contributions that both challenge and support arguments about the significance of class and place. An indicative, not exhaustive list of potential ‘topics’ includes:

· New forms of theorising about youth, class and place

· Middle-class youth, affluence, counter-cultures

· Class divides and a new underclass?

· Comparative and international perspectives

· The significance of different sorts of place (e.g. urban, rural, coastal)

· The use and meaning of spaces and places for young people

· Class, consumption and prejudice: the ‘chav/ charver’ discourse

· Class, self-identification and ‘class talk’

· Class, transitions and opportunity

"Technologies of Globalization", October 30-31, 2008 Darmstadt, Germany

Presently (re-)shaping social life as well as economics and science, the effects of globalization are in their turn – and in manifold ways – related to and in fact highly dependent on technology. The first International Conference of the DFG-Research Group “Topologies of Technology” seeks to explore in greater detail and from a deliberately interdisciplinary angle the role(s) and function(s) of world embracing information and communication technologies, transport and computing facilities in the global age. In particular, the plenary discussions and five interdisciplinary streams attempt to clarify how newly developed technologies contribute to and assist the currently observable developments in the particular field of engineering and, more generally, in labor distribution and organization, how they influence the redefinition of “the local” against the backdrop of “the global,” and in which novel ways they enable mobility (and require new modes of managing these). In addition, space will be given to collateral effects of both globalization and technologies at large such as world-wide efforts of controlling and improving body movement(s), e.g. for the target group of old-age people, in sport science/kinesiology and perceptual computing, and to historical considerations aiming at the disclosure of precursors of technology-enhanced globalizing tendencies.

Conference Overview

Space, place and deviance are pivotal concepts within the disciplines of both Sociology and Criminology. These concepts underpin wider changes that are taking place within contemporary society such as the blurring of boundaries between public and private space, how the use of such spaces are being reconfigured in terms of both their access and use, as well as the wider impact and consequences of regeneration, pluralized policing and surveillance. In addition, the concept of ‘place’ no longer simply refers to a fixed geographic locale. Mobility, migration and the increasing use of cyber communities exist alongside ‘communities of fate’. Such developments have consequences for behaviour labelled as deviant in that processes of deviance definition have become increasingly localised, individualised as well as contested.
